Mass media

· Mass media = the means of communicating with large numbers of people ( term for TV, radio stations, newspaper, Internet)
· everyone uses them → they have big influence on public opinion, important in politics (Watergate) or in fighting with organized crime (mafia)
· they provide lots of information of all kinds, different kinds of entertainment, education
· at this time there are many TV and radio stations, a lots of different kinds of newspaper; the quality of the programs and articles is not always good¨


Newspaper, magazines
· 2 kinds of newspapers
· tabloids (= gutter press, better selling, smaller size, gossips, interest in celebrities, big headlines, large pictures – rely on paparazzi, reporters often accused, only few information) – GB- The Sun, CR – Blesk, Šíp
· broadsheets (report national and international news, serious, quality press, lots of information, news from politics, abroad, our country, sports, culture, economy, regional news; supplement once a week, less advertisements, smaller photos) – GB- The Times, The Daily Telegraph; US – The NY Times
· some people buy newspaper every day, some of them are subscribers, some read news on the Internet; 
· National x regional newspapers 
· magazines
· published once a week/month
· with general interest-Chilli, Epocha, Reflex
· aimed at women – Story, Cosmopolitan – articles on fashion, make-up,..
· teenagers-Bravo, Top dívky – clothes, advices about everything
· sports, hobbies, leisure act. (TV guides- best selling), for specialists – medicine
· free newspapers (Metro, 24 hours)
· first broadsheet was The Times (Britain 1814), most selling in Europe-Bild (Germany)
· local newspapers everywhere (Černošice – very good, they inform citizens about everything, useful information there)


Television
· The first television transmissions were made in England in 1926 by the Scotman John Logie Baird
· The great progress was only after the war. It was partly due to the war itself, which greatly developed people’s knowledge of electronics. Television soon appeared in the home and came to occupy an important place there 
· state channels (CT) 
· private or commercial channel (Nova, Prima ) lots of channels are paid (HBO), specialized channels (news, sport, films)
· films, soap operas, talk shows, game shows, reality shows
· children watching TV 
· don’t agree with children watching TV too much (they should rather sport or be with friends)
· some programmes are absolutely improper for children to watch (violence, sex), parents should choose what can children watch (some parents don’t case, some don’t have time to play with them)
· some programmes are OK for children (cartoons, fairy tails, educative ones)
· censorship

Radio 
· the existence of radio waves had already been demonstrated in 1886, by an German physicist, Heinrich Herty, later, when the microphone was invented, great improvements were made, Radio could be used to transmit and receive the spoken world and even music
· bigger importance in the past when other mass media wasn’t so advanced or were controlled by communists ( some people listened radio Free Europe)
· many cultural programmes, the best orchestras and artists in our own homes
· other advantage of radio is that listening to the radio can combined with many other activities
 
Internet
· has been developed quite recently (about 20 years ago)
· Internet has become the most important source of information, many people started using of Internet for its informational character that gives you an opportunity to find the information you need
· the Internet has created a whole new way of communicating, advertising, finding work, finding out about news, all information can be found easy and more quickly
· opportunity for quicker sending of information as e-mails or chat it opens the door as information source for not highly developed in case of education gives work to millions of people, supports advertisement of companies, gives chance to handicapped to be informed 
· helps to create world freedom.
· We must pay attention to our personal data, it can be misused
